She met and married Bobby Lee Henderson Sr., and to their union, seven
children were born.

Annie believed in caring for her doting children and worked many different
jobs over the years to provide for her family. She hauled pulpwood, worked at



her brother Hampton’s sawmill, raked, and mowed yards, worked on
production lines at factories, worked as a certified nursing aide, became a
small business restaurant owner, affectionately named “Shirley’s Place”, and
the later a neighborhood candy lady.

Annie loved to cook for her family, friends, and church. People came from
miles around to taste her “Shirley Burger”. Through the success of her
business, she was able to give cookouts, community dinners, and back-to-
school events to the families in the neighborhood. Annie was a pillar of her
community, and she left a legacy that her children can be proud of.

Annie leaves five of her children to cherish her memories: Mary (Willie) Davis
of Stephens, Henrietta (L.C.) Curry of Stamps, Bobby Jr. (Faye) Henderson
and Teresa Johnson of Buckner, and Linda Morgan (Jessie) Samuels of
Stamps. Two of her children precede her in death: Eric DeWayne and Shirley
Renice. Annie also leaves her grandchildren to cherish her memories:
