Mr. Anthony Lamar Jackson, affectionately known as “Big Jack”, 60 of
Lewisville, AR, passed away Wednesday night, February 10th, 2021, at
Christus St. Michael Health System in Texarkana, TX. 

 

Each day comes yielding its own gifts. On April 25, 1960, God untied the
ribbons of the gift of a sweet chubby cheeked baby boy and gave him to the
care of Givens and Emma Jean (Henry) Jackson in Lewisville, Lafayette
County, Arkansas. This precious gift was named Anthony Lamar. In his sweet
and easy going fashion, he embraced life with a generous and giving spirit,
always ready to help someone. He completed this journey on February 10,
2021 in Texarkana, Texas. 

 

Anthony committed his life to Christ at an early age at the St. Paul Baptist
Church where he was still an active member. He was a man of faith who tried
in daily life to practice that faith. One of his last statements was that he always
tried to do the right thing and never tried to hurt anyone. He said he had never
been lucky, but he had always been blessed because God was so good to
him. 

 

Anthony was preceded in death by his father, Givens Jackson Sr; paternal
grandparents, Whitfield and Ida (Dixon) Jackson; and maternal grandparents,
Willie Henry and Alice (Featherston) Braggs. 



"Big Jack," as Anthony came to be known, was a 1978 graduate of Lewisville
High School. He attended Henderson State College for two years before
going to work at Walnut Hill Telephone Company. Anthony worked a number
of years for Wells Feed Store until its closing. After a short stint working for the
City of Lewisville, Anthony went to work at B & D Electric where he has been
employed for the past 22 years. He was fond of saying, "I have three families -
- my blood family, my church family, and my B & D family." 

 Anthony was the first African American to serve on the Lewisville Volunteer
Fire Department where he served for over twenty years. 

 

Anthony leaves to cherish his memories his mother, Emma J. Jackson of
Lewisville, Arkansas; his sisters, Barbara Percy and Evelyn Trammell of
Lewisville, Arkansas; his brothers, Willie (Norma) Henry of Hope, Arkansas,
