He
continued his academic journey by earning his bachelor’s degree in computer
information systems from Southern Arkansas University and later achieved his
master’s degree in public administration from Webster University. His
commitment to education was not just for personal advancement, but to better
serve his community and his church. 

 

Throughout his spiritual journey, he was blessed with godly mentors who
shaped his walk with Christ and his service to others.

Music was one of his greatest joys and most powerful ministries. A talented
trumpet player and gifted vocalist, he was known for his silky-smooth singing
voice that brought peace and power to every note. He sang in numerous
gospel groups over the years, blessing congregations far and wide. Some of
his favorite songs included All My Trials, It Is Well with My Soul and Learning
to Lean on Jesus—songs that reflected the depth of his faith and the comfort
he found in God’s promises. 

 

His love for music extended into many singing groups over the years. He was
a founding member of Purpose and H.I.S. (Honor in Song)-Colonel Glenn
Church of Christ, lent his voice to Lewis Street Church of Christ Male Chorus
and Radio Chorus, and traveled with Chosen (Dallas, TX), sharing the gospel
through song wherever he went. His voice was a gift to the world, and he
continued to sing faithfully up until the very end of his life—never ceasing to lift
up the name of Jesus through music. 

 

He was also a proud member of Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity, Inc. and Kappa
Kappa Psi, Inc. (honorary band fraternity), having been initiated into the
brotherhood during his college years. His fraternity was a source of lasting
friendships, service, and pride, and he remained active in supporting the
organization’s mission throughout his life. 

 

Professionally, he was a dedicated and honorable serviceman, retiring from
the United States Air Force after 31 years of distinguished service. His work
ethic, leadership, and commitment to excellence left a legacy not only in the
military but also in every civilian role he took on thereafter. Whether in uniform
or in the community, he served with dignity and purpose, always giving his
best in service to others.

Throughout his life, he served the church with unwavering devotion, holding
numerous roles that reflected both his gifts and his heart for ministry. He was
a beloved song leader, guiding congregations in worship with passion and
grace. As a youth director at Lewis Street Church of Christ, he mentored and
inspired the next generation, planting seeds of faith in young hearts. He also
served as an education director at Colonel Glenn Church of Christ, ensuring
that biblical teaching remained strong and accessible for all ages. His
leadership extended to the finance committee, where he brought wisdom and
integrity to stewarding the church’s resources. In every role, he gave his all—
always for the glory of God and the good of His people. 

 

He leaves behind a loving wife, Varnell Messer, who stood faithfully by his side
through every season of life. He is also survived by his devoted mother, Rosie
Messer (Frank-preceded in death); cherished siblings Dennis Rone (Martha
preceded in death), Annette Ireland (James), Laura Gray, Frankie Messer
(Lena), Ronald Messer, Patricia Deloney (Paul); beloved nieces and nephews,
and a host of extended family and friends. 

 

Though he had no biological children, he was a father figure to many—
guiding, mentoring, and loving countless individuals who saw him as their
own. His life was a song of faith, hope, and love—and though he will be dearly
missed, his melody lives on in the hearts of all who knew him.
